report on sexual harassment in 
the film industry in Kerala 
three monthsago,haskeptthe 
focus on women in cinema 
with a female-centric pro- 
gramming this year. However, 

the symbolic gesture does lit- 
tletoassuage the grieved. With 
justice for the unnamed sur- 
vivors in the redacted report 
still undelivered, calls for 

actionagainst the perpetrators 
of violence against women in 
Malayalam cinemaare getting 
louder in the southern state. 
“The Hema Committee report 
hasmade a serious impact not 
only on the Malayalam film 
industry, but also in other 
states. It has shaken the old 
order of powerand patriarchy,” 
says Fowzia Fathima, co- 

founder of the 120-member 
Indian Women Cinematogra- 
phers’ Collective. “The next 
generation has taken note of 
how better the environment 
can be at the workplace,” adds 
Fathima.
